A brief introduction was given to the bidders reviewing the objectives and the target audiences of the science popularisation campaign and the purpose and function of the exhibits.  The information minuted below is a record of the questions and comments posed by the Tenderers and the answers offered by the Contracting Authority.  

Q1 – Could a list of science themes be provided for the selection of DVDs and CD ROMS?
A1 – The selection of the specific topic areas for the DVDs and CD ROMs have been left in the hands of the Contractor.  Tenderers are reminded to refer to the Evaluation Criteria tables by which each Lot will be assessed.  
Q2 – Are Tenderers expected to deliver the exhibits according to the exact descriptions provided in the tender document (Lot 2 & 3)?

A2 – Where there is room for speculation the Tenderer should offer solutions or improvements on the suggested indicated exhibits.  The most important aspect to bear in mind for all 3 Lots is that the exhibits must be hands-on and interactive and  meet the expectations of primary and secondary children.  A modern, appealing look and feel is deemed essential.
Q3 – What are the budgets for each Lot?
A3 – The budgets for the individual lots were disclosed as approximates as follows Lot 1: €1,200, Lot 2: €15,000 and Lot 3 approximately between €4,000 - 5,000 per exhibit, excluding VAT.  MCST is not bound to these figures and depending on suitable justification may grant a degree of leeway with these budgets.
